HALLOWEEN FUN AND HISTORY
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Halloween is an annual holiday celebrated each year on October 31, and Halloween 2018 occurs on
Wednesday, October 31. It originated with the ancient Celtic festival of Samhain, when people would light
bonfires and wear costumes to ward off ghosts. This day marked the end of summer and the harvest and
the beginning of the dark, cold winter, a time of year that was often associated with human death. Celts be-
lieved that on the night before the new year, the boundary between the worlds of the living and the dead
became blurred. On the night of October 31 they celebrated Samhain, when it was believed that the ghosts
of the dead returned to earth. In the eighth century, Pope Gregory I1I designated November 1 as a time to
honor all saints; soon, All Saints Day incorporated some of the traditions of Samhain. The evening before
was known as All Hallows Eve, and later Halloween. Over time, Halloween evolved into a day of activi-

ties like trick-or-treating, carving jack-o-lanterns, festive gatherings, donning costumes and eating sweet
treats.

According to folklore, the jack-0'-lantern got his name from a man named Jack.
Turnips and beets served as the original jack-o'-lanterns.

Jack o' lanterns originated in Ireland where people placed candles in hollowed-out turnips to keep away spir-
its and ghosts.

Pumpkins originated in Central America . When Europeans arrived in the New World, they found pumpkins
plentiful and used in cooking by Native Americans.
