SHORT STORY  

Entry must be an unpublished, original fiction story not to exceed 3,000 
words in length.

POETRY  

Entry must be an unpublished, original poem.

Entry must be typed, single-sided, double-spaced on plain 8.5” x 11” 
paper. Illustrations will not be considered. Handwritten entries will not 
be judged.

2. Write an Explanation

words) about how the piece fits into your interpretation of this year’s 
theme Seize the Moment. This is to help the judges understand your 
thoughts and purpose in creating the particular literature piece. They 
will consider this information during the evaluation process.

3. Submit a Hard Copy
Submit one (1) copy of your short story or poem, written explanation, 
and an entry form in a large envelope to the Yorba Linda Public Library 
before 7:59 p.m. on Thursday, November 3.

4. Submit a Digital Copy
In addition to the hard copy, e-mail one (1) digital copy of your short 
story or poem and written explanation to ehuchim@yorbalindaca.gov in 
a Microsoft Word (.doc or .docx) format.
